Beside the phrasal verbs which are shown in thpression in the data
above, Katy Perry has also expressed an idiomaganmg in his album
entitled “Teenage Dream” (2010) by using a phrasab formed by the verb

express idiomatic meaning is a phrasal verb forbnedsing the verbcall’ and

The third type of idiom proposed by Palmer is iphitioms. The partial
idiom is where one of the words has its usual nmegarthe other has a meaning
that is peculiar to the particular sequence.

The types of idioms that are used to composdtiies are: (a) phrasal
verbs, (b) prepositional verbs, and (c) partiabmds. However, the types of the
idiom is still limited in number. The number of tparasal verbs found in the
song lyrics is seven phrasal verbs, the prepositivarb found in the song is

two prepositional verb and the partial idioms fodrmm the song is only one.
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
